Jesus’ dramatic reading
from the prophet Isaiah
- concerned the Messiah

a. The Messiah was to be anointed
by the Spirit

b. The Messiah was to preach
the gospel (good news)

c. The Messiah was to minister

d. The Messiah was to preach
the age of salvation

Scene 2:
Jesus’ phenomenal claim

a. The rapt attention of the people

b. The claim of Jesus
to be the Messiah

Scene 3:
The peoples declining response

a. First: They were impressed
b. SecondThey questioned

c. Third: They demanded proof -
insisted He heal (prove) Himself,
that is, work miracles

Scene 4:
The peoples painful rejection

a. lllustration 1:
Only one needy widow
had her needs met in Elijahday

16He went to Nazareth,
where he had been brought up,
and on the Sabbath day he went into the synagogue,
as was his custom.
And he stood up to read.

17The scroll of the prophet Isaiah was handed to him.
Unrolling it,
he found the place where it is written:

18“The Spirit of the Lord is on me,
because he has anointed me
to preach good news to the poor
He has sent me
to proclaim freedom for the prisoners
and recovery of sight for the blind,
to release the oppressed,

19To proclaim the year of the Losdfavour”

20Then he rolled up the scroll,
gave it back to the attendant and sat down.
The eyes of everyone in the synagogue
were fastened on him,

21And he began by saying to them,
“Today this scripture is fulfilled in your hearing.”
