b. When:
While we were dead in sins

c. How:
By quickening or making us
alive with Christ

2 God has raised us up with Christ

3 God has made us sit
in heavenly places — in Christ

4 God had one great purpose:
To show us the riches
of His grace —
in the ages to come
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But because of his great love for us,
God, who is rich in mercy,

e. Reason:
Lest you boast

2 You are God’s workmanship
a. Created in Christ Jesus

b. Created to do good works
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For it is by grace

you have been saved,
through faith —

and this not from yourselves,
it is the gift of God —

Not by works,
so that no one can boast.

10 For we are God’s workmanship,

created in Christ Jesus

to do good works,

which God prepared in advance
for us to do.
