Deliverance From Death: 

Eternal Life
“The Lord will rescue me from every evil 
attack and will bring me safely to his 
heavenly kingdom. To him be glory for ever 
and ever. Amen.” 2 Timothy 04:18

The phrase “will bring me safely to his heavenly kingdom” 
is a picture of God transporting Paul right through this 
world into the next world. It is the picture of time — of 
unbroken time. God preserves Paul right through time 
into eternity. In one moment of time, Paul is living in this 
world, conscious and aware; but within the same moment 
— in a split second — he is transported into God’s heavenly 
kingdom. That one moment of time happens quicker than 
the blinking of an eye (11/100 of a second). Just imagine! 
There is no loss of consciousness, no experience or 
awareness of death. One moment Paul is a citizen of this 
world, and within the same split moment he stands before 
the Lord as a citizen of His kingdom (2 Cor. 5:6-8). It is 
the beautiful picture of the believer never having to taste 
death. (See Col. 3:1-4; Heb. 2:9; cp. 2 Cor. 5:5-8.) 1
