
1.	The gift of God’s Spirit:  
To be poured out on all

a.	 So God’s people can prophesy: 
Draw closer to the Lord

1)	Sons and daughters

2)	Old and young

3)	Servants (men and women) 

b.	So all prejudice and 
discrimination will be erased 

2.	The warning signs:  
To arouse people  
to turn to the Lord

a.	 Signs on earth —  
blood and fire  
(due to war, natural disasters)

b.	Signs in heaven, 2:10; 3:15;  
Jer 4:23-24; Amos 5:18-20; 
8:9; Zep l:15; Mat 24:29-31; 
Rev 6:12-17; 8:6-12

3.	The promise of salvation,  
Rom 10:12-13; Psa 145:18

a.	 The person who calls —  
believes and repents —  
will be saved from  
the coming judgment

b.	The Lord Himself will call  
the remnant of believers  
to Jerusalem

28	“And afterward,  
I will pour out my Spirit on all people.  
Your sons and daughters will prophesy,  
your old men will dream dreams,  
your young men will see visions.

29	Even on my servants,  
both men and women,  
I will pour out my Spirit in those days.

30	I will show wonders in the heavens  
and on the earth,  
blood and fire and billows of smoke.

31	The sun will be turned to darkness  
and the moon to blood  
before the coming  
of the great and dreadful day of the Lord.

32	And everyone  
who calls on the name of the Lord  
will be saved;  
for on Mount Zion and in Jerusalem  
there will be deliverance,  
as the Lord has said,  
even among the survivors  
whom the Lord calls.
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
